with anthropomorphic  heads and flaring to flat rim, raised on contiguous 
flaring solid foot; the whole enriched with low relief foliate scrolling bands 
and decoration 
 
Similar to a Bronze Fang hu from Shangmacun, Houma, Shanxi Provence, 
found in 1961 and now in the Nelson Gallery of Art-Atkins Museum, 
Kansas City
