moulded dragon head drop ring handles, rising to tapering neck and flaring flat rim, 
raised on archetonic flaring hollow base; the whole enriched with pale blue, pink 
and cream painted decoration with various bands, enclosing galloping horses with 
riders on two sides, wind swept cloud forms on the flanking sides, palmettes and 
flowers on the neck, retaining traces of archeological patination
