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The Dangers of Garden Hose

According to multiple sources, the standard garden hose nowadays may contain several
different chemicals, including phthalates, lead, bromine, antimony, and possibly even
recycled plastics. All these contribute to a bad taste, and when the water is heated, you

often get a strong plastic taste and smell.

They also don't have a barrier to prevent

bacteria from colonising in the micro pores. A good quality, food-grade hose will supply
water without any taste. We use and recommend the Australian-made RX Plastics.
Alternatively, the compact Flat-out International hoses is a good option.
This website also has a good write-up on the dangers of drinking water from a garden

hose.
