Shy Stanley’s debut exhibition

IT was at a Suffolk house clearance sale
four years ago in Beccles that London
country furniture and folk art dealer,
Robert Young, caught a glimpse of a
bundle of pictures under a table.

He and his wife, Josayne, started
to leaf through some of the 500-odd
pictures, contained in 60 sketchbooks,
and decided to buy the whole lot.

“\We have never bought such an
extensive collection before, let alone by
one artist, but we liked it immediately
and knew that we wanted to keep it in its
entirety,” Robert recalls. I looked at one
of the piclures and | just knew we had Lo
have the lot.”

The bundles contained unsigned naive
paintings, apparently by the same hand,
as well as pictures by children which
were named on the back. The sale was
of an anonymous estate but research led
Robert to the late gentleman’s daughter,

It transpired that the paintings were
by her father, Stanley Dyson (1920-2007),
an unknown artist and secondary school
art teacher.

Born near Chesterfield to poor
working-class parents Stanley was five
when his mother died and he went to live
with his grandmother on the edge of the
Peak District

Here he would cycle across the peaks
sketching local churches and landscapes.
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Nicholas Pevsner’s team on the Buildings
of England series reputedly commissioned
the teenage Dyson to take dimensions
and make sketches of Derbyshire
manuments.

After serving in the Navy during the
Second World War, he went to Liverpool
City Art School then taught in Derbyshire
for 16 years before moving to Norfolk in
1966. On his death in 2007, the house
clearers discovered Stanley’s paintings
hidden away in his attic ‘studio’ - a
modest perfectionist, he never sold or
exhibited anything - together with two
folios of selected works by his former
pupils.

Since February 7, scme of Dyson's
pictures along with thase by his pupils
have been on display at the Chesterfield
Museumn and Art Gallery, in an attempt
to find the people who painted them,
who were in the class of 1950 at New
Whittington Secondary School.

But from March 18 to April 23, both
Dyson’s and his pupils’ works will be
exhibited at Robert Young Antiques at
68 Battersea Bridge Road, London.

Robert does not usually hold
exhibitions of paintings, but these works
sit naturally alongside his stock of folk
and primitive art and furniture, and all are
for sale, priced from £100 to £7500.
