This collaboration, curated by Erin
Hughes, will occur three times a year, and the artist’s work will occupy
the gallery window for a month, in this case, Amba Sayal-Bennett,
with An Unusual Arrangement. She is a sculpture student at the Royal
College of Art, which is currently expanding its operations with a
£108m flagship building across the road, developing a campus and
cultural quarter designed by Herzog & de Meuron and scheduled to
open in 2021
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
