Routine Care: Simply wipe your Silestone surface with soap and water on a regular basis to maintain its
beauty. For deeper cleaning, use any Ph-balanced (less than 10) general-purpose household cleaner. Q-Action
cleaner is especially effective for the disinfection of kitchen countertops.

Using sealants and water repellants is not necessary to maintain the original sheen of your Silestone quartz top.
Avoid using these products as they can create an undesirable build-up over time. If the surface of your Silestone
countertop loses sheen, you may apply food-safe furniture spray.

Light Stains: Apply a small amount of a general-purpose household cleaner to the stain, let sit for 2 minutes
and rub with a non-scratch scouring pad. Rinse immediately with water. For stains that harden as they dry,
remove by gently scraping the surface with a razor blade or putty knife, holding it upright to avoid scratching the
surface.

Hardwater Stains: Apply a paste from equal parts baking soda and white vinegar. Let sit on the surface for
10-20 minutes and rub with a non-scratch pad. Rinse immediately with water.

* Products high in alkaline (Ph over 10)

Heat Precautions

Although Silestone can withstand high temperatures for short periods of time, its performance varies with
respect to different factors like thickness, color, location, etc. For this reason, it is not recommended that the
product be exposed to sustained contact with a heat source, like curling irons, nor should hot saucepans, frying
pans, deep-fat fryers, etc, be placed on it. The use of a hot pad or trivet is recommended in such situations.

Repairs

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

+ STUDS: Use screws (4) to affix to studs. IMPORTANT: The Vanity Cabinet and Floating Shelf must both be secured to at least four studs.

+ DRYWALL: Drill pilot hole on each marking and then insert hollow wall anchor (3). Tighten the screws into the anchors while maintaining constant

pressure on the anchor to set. Remove screws. Hold metal bracket over the inserted anchors and reinstall screws through the wall bracket holes and

tighten until snug against wall.

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PREPARING REPAIRING THE WALL FOR INSTALLATION

1. Locate and mark the position of the wall's interior studs to which you will fasten the metal bracket.
We recommend the use of an electronic stud finder to locate the studs.

(Alternately you may find studs by listening for a solid sound as you knock on the wall)

SPECIAL NOTE 1:
Each French cleat must be affixed to 4 wall studs using wood screws (4).
Shelf Hanger must be affixed to at least 4 wall studs using wood screws (4).
If the studs in your bathroom do not line up to the mounting location for your vanity, additional
wood blocking can be installed between the studs using standard 2 x 4 lumber.

SPECIAL NOTE 2:
To ensure a secure fit for both the Vanity and the Shelf, use the wall anchors (3) for all holes on
the French Cleat (1) and Shelf Hanger (2) that don't align with studs.

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PREPARING REPAIRING THE WALL FOR INSTALLATION

Carefully place the vanity cabinet (A) against the wall to the desired location and mark a
center line on the wall by a pencil.

2. Move the vanity cabinet (A) away from the wall and place on a soft surface until ready for
installation.

3. Draw two horizontal line across the center line:

- 315" from the floor
- 8 %," from the floor

4. Moving left and right of the center line, locate the wall studs along the horizontal line.

5. Place the French cleat (1) along the higher horizontal line, as shown, and mark the holes on
the wall with a pencil. Repeat for the Shelf Hanger (2) in the lower horizontal line.

6. Drill holes in each marked location with a depth no less than %". See "ASSEMBLY
INSTRUCTIONS BY WALL TYPE" for mounting instructions based on your wall type drywall,
or drywall and studs. [

INSTALLING THE FRENCH CLEAT AND SHELF BRACKET

1. Attach French cleat (1) to the wall using the pre-marked location on the higher horizontal line and in accordance with the proper wall type for each
hole. Ensure that the straight edge of the cleat is along the marked line as shown.
2. Attach the Shelf Hanger in the same manner along the lower horizontal line.

NOTE: For proper installation
Attach each French cleat (1) to 4 studs using the wood screws (4)
Attach the shelf hanger (2) to at least 4 studs using the wood screws (4)

INSTALLING VANITY AND SHELF

1. Using at least two people, carefully lift the vanity cabinet (A) so the
French cleat on the back of the vanity slides over and rests on the
French cleat on the wall.

2. Slide the shelf (B) onto the Shelf Hanger (2) then insert the
threaded knob (5) and turn clockwise manually to affix the shelf to &~
Shelf Hanger.

/\Warning
1. After installation, the shelf may have a natural "give" of 5mm
