Diary of St. Faustina REGARDING DYING 
SOULS: 

 

Para. No. 1777: “PrAy as much as you can for the 
dying.  By your entreaties, obtain for them trust in 
My mercy, they have most need of trust, and have 
it the least.” 
Para. No. 1541: “encourAge souls to say the 
chaplet. When hardened sinners say it, I will fill 
their souls with peace, and the hour of their death 
will be a happy one.” 
Para No. 1075: “At that last hour, a soul has 
nothing with which to defend itself except My 
mercy.” 
Para No. 687: “Whoever WILL RECITE IT WILL RECEIVE 
GREAT MERCY AT THE HOUR OF DEATH 
Para No. 378: ”Who will proclaim My great mercy, I 
shall protect them Myself at the hour of death, 
as My own glory.” 
Para No. 1541: “When THEY SAY THIS CHAPLET IN THE 
PRESENCE OF THE DYING, I WILL STAND BETWEEN MY 
FATHER AND THE DYING PERSON, NOT AS A JUST JUDGE 
BUT AS A MERCIFUL SAVIOR.”
