TROUBLE SHOOTING

ISSUE CAUSE SOLUTION
1 Motor does not run or runs slowly Over-Load Protection Motor has been operated frequently in a short space of time or is being
operated in hot conditions. Allow the motor to cool before next operation.
2 Motor does not run or runs slowly Motor Has Reached its Limit Motor has reached a preset limit. Operate the blind in the opposite
direction and check for movement.
3 Motor does not run or runs slowly Out of Battery Recharge the battery.
4 Motor does not run or runs slowly In Power Off Mode Turn power on to the motor.
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
