
  Dash Trim Removal Tool (DTRT), T20 torque bit, 5/64” drill bit and drill, Phillips screw driver
  VSM G3, A Plate, J Stem two  # 8 x 1/2” screws 
  Right of the radio

TOOLS REQUIRED:

LOCATION:

STEP 1.  Place the DTT between the console and the chrome shifter bezel and 
being to gently twist until the 4 clips that hold it in place are released.  After 
releasing this bezel, set it aside and remove the cubby compartment in front of 
the shifer.  This is held in place with two (2) clips.  Next, the bezel surrounding 
the entire shift assembly, cubby hole, and the immediate areas to the right and 
left of the climate control must be removed.  Remove this bezel by first placing 
the DTT between the bezel and the dash molding to the right of the climate 
control.  Gently work open the four (4) clips holding this bezel in place by 
working the tool in a clockwise rotation from the right of the climate control 
down around the shifter and back up the left side of the climate control.  
Carefully set this piece aside.
STEP 2. Next remove the bezel surrounding the radio.  Place the DTT in the 
upper right hand corner of the bezel to the right of the air vent.  Using a gentle 
twisting motion, release the eight (8) clips holding the radio bezel in place, 
moving in a clockwise rotation. Once the clips have been released, disconnect 
the wiring to the radio bezel and carefully set aside.
STEP 3.  Remove the four (4) torque screws surrounding the radio with a T20 
torque bit.  Remove the radio, do not disconnect the wiring, wrap a protective 
cloth around it, and simply allow the radio to hang out of the way.
Step 4. Place the VSM G3 flush to the dash as pictured in picture two (2).  Using 
the VSM G3 as a guide, mark the positions of the pilot holes using a marking pen.  
Drill out the marked pilot holes using a 5/64” drill bit.  Place the VSM G3 over 
the pilot holes flush against the dash and secure the VSM G3 to the dash with the 
two provided 8 X 1/2” screws.  After the VSM G3 has been secured, assemble the 
dash in the reverse order it was dismantled.  You have successfully installed your 
VSM G3!
