Make sure all zips are closed. Place all tent pegs (H), starting with .
the two door pegs and continue with the opposite side. *
) Ensure perfect tensioning of the groundsheet. ’0.
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Open the door.
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. Attach the guylines with orange carabiners (E) at
7 “’ the three guypoints in the front.

Attach all remaining guylines (F).

Insert the center pole (B) and place the pole support (G) to protect the
groundsheet.

Keep the pole as vertical as possible for optimal wind performance.

Peg down all guylines using the T-pegs (1). \
Align the guylines to the seams of the roof with distances as * b
illustrated. -

To reduce the required setup surface, you can use optional short guy

poles. J

Tension firmly once all guylines are attached.

Start with assembling the A-frame (D) inside the tent.
4.1: Insert the top pin.

4.2: Insert the pins on both sides of the frame.

4.3: Attach the velcro straps around the frame.

Make sure the poles stand vertically.

Take additional safety measures in case of heavy winds and blasts:
If your tent is set up with short guy poles on a wooden platform, attach the poles to the platform.

If you can't attach the short guy poles or if the tent is set up on a grass surface, remove the short guy poles and place the pegs (l) at
. distances as indicated. Ensure perfect tensioning of the guylines.
