e Thevisibility of surroundings through reverse cameras may also be impacted.

e Be cautious when reversing.

e Bikes should be removed when raising and lowering carrier.

Use only non-stretch fastening ropes or straps. For use on vehicle hitch only - DO NOT INSTALL to rear of recreational vehicles.

In some states it may be against the law to obstruct clear view of lamps and registration plates.
It is suggested that the Rhino-Rack Number Plate Holder (RBCAQ011]) be purchased.

In service maintenance checks

e All bolted connections should be checked after driving a short distance when you first install your bike carrier.
e All bolted connections should be checked again at regular intervals (every 1000k/621mi) is recommended, depending on road
conditions, usage, loads and distances travelled). All bolted connections should be checked each time they are re-fitted.

Torque Settings

Unless stated otherwise in these instructions, all fasteners should be set to the following torque settings:
Mé: 4-5Nm (3-4lbs/ft),

M8: 8-10Nm (6-7.5lbs/ft)

M10: 16-18Nm (12-13lbs/ft].

Sensitivity to Crosswinds, Behaviour in Curves and Braking.

Remember that the handling characteristics of your vehicle will change when transporting a load on the roof or at the rear.
Exercise extreme care when transporting wind-resisting loads; special consideration must be taken into account when braking.

When the carrier is not in use, lift the locking cam on top of the bike carrier. This will unlock the carrier arms.
Drop the arms, there will be an audible ‘click’ when the arms reach their intended position.

m WHEN OPENING REAR DOOR/HATCH

1. Lift the locking cam at the bottom of the bike carrier.

2. The unit will drop 45 degrees allowing access to the vehicle.
