THE WILL SOLUTION

To complete this important and extensive 
lighting project, the team at Wisconsin 
Lighting Lab selected its premium sports 
lighting fixture, the Helios Olympia. The 
470w, 6-engine high-output LED light fixtures 
were mounted on 50 foot round tapered steel 
poles for optimal light placement. To prevent 
light spill from disrupting neighborhood 
homes, the fixtures were equipped with 
GlareKiller visors, which redirect light back 
onto the ball diamond. 

These professional-grade fixtures, combined 
with the custom aiming diagram provided by 
the WiLL engineering team, ensured the fields 
would adhere to Little League standards with 
50/30 foot candles in the infield and outfield, 
respectively. While the competitive pricing 
provided by Wisconsin Lighting Lab meant 
the town could light three fields for the price 
of one, no corners were cut when outfitting 
these fields.
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
