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Teachers, you can use these characters to explain 
the VBS lessons and Scriptures!

Here are some examples:

Example 1: 
You may have a gift like Olivia, with her love of books and her 
dreams of becoming an author. That’s great! Don’t be ashamed 
of studying your favorite subjects in school or learning something 
new, just as you shouldn’t be ashamed of learning more about Je-
sus and how to take your goal from vision to reality by Winning 
God’s way.

 
Example 2: 
You may love technology like our friend, Diggs. However, don’t let 
your love of video games and computers become idols. Don’t put 
material things before God. He’s the one we should worship, not 
stuff. Also, remember that you can use technology in many ways 
as a tool to fulfill God’s mission. Discuss ways you can use technol-
ogy to spread God’s Word.

 
Example 3: 
When we have wonderful teachers like Miss Tulani in our lives it 
is vital that we pay attention. Our favorite teachers may teach us 
something that we can take with us for the rest of our lives. Jesus, 
also a teacher, taught many lessons in the Bible. Those lessons are 
still vital to us today. When we embrace learning new things, we 
can discover amazing information, opportunities, and adventures! 
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Hi! I’m Miss Tulani! I teach third grade at a local elementary 
school, and I also teach third-graders in Sunday school.
