Reviewing symptom log workflow

1- Patient logs symptom on the app
2- Symptom log is reviewed by cardiac tech on the MVCP
3- If review by an MD is needed, the cardiac tech would mark status as “MD to Review”

As an MD, by default, you will see logs marked for your review.
To view all logs:

1- Click on the “MD to Review” dropdown
2- Select “All Status”

Also, by default, only logs reported in the last 30 days will be displayed.
To view older logs:

1- Click on the “Filter by Date” dropdown
2- Select a date from the calendar

To clear the date filter, click “Reset”.
