A minimum of four people are required with personal protective
equipment (PPE) and the proper materials. If you have any problems, please consult a qualified person on this product for assistance.

- Observe the safety instructions to prevent damage from improper use! Observe all warnings in the manual.

- This is a product that presents a risk of falling and serious injury. All assembly steps must be carefully followed. A faulty fastening or incorrect
installation can lead to the pergola falling or breaking.

- It is important for the safety of everyone to follow these instructions.

- It is strictly forbidden to climb on the pergola’s blade deck.

- It is strictly forbidden to climb on the structure of the pergola.

- It is the installer’s responsibility to secure the pergola to the ground.

- The manufacturer assumes no responsibility for damage to the pergola or its contents caused by natural disasters or special events.

- In case of frost, the blades must be in the open position. In case of heavy snowfall, remove the snow from the pergola.
Do not allow snow to accumulate on the pergola’s blade deck under any circumstances.

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VERIFYING YOUR
PERGOLA’S ANCHOR
POINTS

The 2 posts of the pergola and the mural supports must be securely anchored to prevent the pergola from falling over.
& We recommend the following footings for the posts:

- On a concrete slab at least 5-5/8" thick covering the entire space covered by the pergola;
- On 2 reinforced concrete bases (one for each post) with a minimum dimension of 26" x 26" x 26" (1100 lbs);
- On sonotubes (one for each post) of 16" diameter x 48" deep.

These are recommendations only, Please check with frost levels, wind speed in your area as well as your pergola’s
height.

Anchor bolts recommended at least three per foot plate
of 3/8 diameter x 4.5” long with a pull-out resistance of
1100 lbs each.

If the footers are not made, make sure that the anchor points of
the posts will all be level with each other, thus all at level zero.

If the preparation is already done and the anchor points are not all
at level zero, shim the anchor points so that they are all at level zero
and all level with each other.

Make sure that the inserts on the posts

are facing the outside of the pergola.

Apply silicone around the P3 post hole and
in the corners.

Attach the post to the front profile.

Make sure that the posts are properly attached
to the front profile with the 4 M8X20MM screws
(low socket head) aligned with the holes

of the panel.

Apply silicone on the head of the 4 screws and
at the junction of the profile and the end cap.

LED LIGHT OPTION
(IF YOU DO NO HAVE LED LIGHTS, GO TO STEP 6)

A

Identify the profile on which the lights will be
inserted. Make sure the notched side of the profile
faces the back of the pergola.

B

Measure the profile on which the LED will be
installed.

C

The LED light strip can be cut every 6-3/4". Cut the
strip facing the next chisel icon, making sure the
LED strip is longer than the profile it will go on.

Apply clear silicone to the cut end of the strip to
ensure a watertight seal.

When installing your LED strip, always
make sure that the electrical input is set

towards the back of the pergola.

Without removing the backing paper, insert the
strip into the profile slot without sliding it. Bring
the electrical cord back to the motor tray so your
electrician can connect it.




FRAME ASSEMBLY

Lift the front arch to the vertical position.

Place the rafter on the arch, following the color
identification of each corner.

INSTALLATION OF THE FIRST AND LAST BLADES

Make sure the blades are facing the right direc-
tion. Insert the pin into the last plastic clip on the
left and right rafter. Press hard until it clicks into
place.

CHECKING FOR SQUARENESS

A

Before continuing with the assembly of your pergola,
make sure that the widths A are equal, as well as
the lengths B and diagonals C.

A maximum tolerance of %" is allowed between
the C diagonals for the proper functioning of the pergola.

If the diagonals are not equal:

e Move posts P1 and Pa4.

If you have difficulty moving the posts:

1 Slightly loosen the rafter screws.
2 Tighten the rafter screws from step 6C.
3 Check the squareness again.

When squareness is achieved, check and tighten all screws.

REQUIREMENTS

The wire lengths are suggested, taking into account that the feed is made from the bottom of a post.

¢ Pergola motor 2.3 amps / unit = 1 wire 14/2 NMWU - 15 amps. No wire supplied.
e LED light 1.7 amps per unit = 1 wire 14/2 NMWU - 15 amps. No wire supplied.
¢ The pergola circuit and the LEDs can be grouped on the same circuit.

¢ The circuit must be powered without a switch on the circuit.
NOTE: The electrician will determine how many systems will be connected to the same circuit.

The wire lengths listed are from the bottom post of the pergola. The customer must make sure to have an adequate length to allow
the connection to an electrical source (electrical panel / junction box).

The electrician is responsible for making the final connections following your installation including waterproof boxes and fittings.

TERRA SUMMER does not supply wires or junction boxes and is not responsible for the cost of electrical connections or the sealing
of the electrical system. All connections must be made by a licensed electrician.

FAQS

1 - Poor water drainage. Water stagnating in the blades support rafters:
- Check that the structure is not leveled. Remove all the blades from the structure and level the structure.

2 - Water running down the posts:
- Poor waterproofing at the level of the finishing caps of the front gutters.
Check or make a seal between the finishing caps of the front gutters.

3 - Water leakage at the level of the blades:
- Bad closing of the blades. Redo the preparation of the piston and the configuration of the working time.
Closed blades, loosen the maneuvering profile hook, put the piston in position zero (closed), tighten the BS04204 and redo the configuration
of the working time.

4 - The blades do not open:
- Make sure the piston are powered up.
- Check the electrical connections. Be careful to turn off the power in case of handling.
- Redo the programming of the working time.
- Check the squareness of the structure.
- Check the assembly of the maneuvering profiles.

5 - The piston screw is blocked by the frame:
- Check the assembly of the maneuvering profiles.

6 - During the assembly of the frame, the arches are not leveled:
- Perpendicularity problem. Shim or cut posts to be leveled.

7 - A gap appears between the tray profile and the first blade:
- This is a normal phenomenon due to the bending of the first blade. This phenomenon does not cause any leakage.

8 - Condensation under the blades:
- Phenomenon due to a significant change in outside temperature. This natural phenomenon does not affect the quality of the bioclimatic pergola.

MAINTENANCE TIPS FOR THE LOUVERED PERGOLA

A louvered pergola is subject to many constraints: humidity, salt air, weight constraints, wind, etc.

We therefore recommend:

- Check the tightness of the screws after installation, then regularly: at the beginning and end of the season.

- Clean the frame at the beginning and end of the season. Be careful not to use any detergent.

- Do not hang anything on the product’s frame. It could fall and cause property damage and/or personal injury.

- Make sure that the blades are clean before opening and closing them.

- Make sure that no foreign object can damage the structure when opening or closing the blades.

- Never put your hands or any part of your body between the blades, or between the blades and the frame of the product, when operating the blades.
- Do not install a barbecue under the product and do not light a fire near it.
