HELPFUL HINTS

1. Periodically clean the fabric with water. (Let the fabric dry before rolling it up. This also helps prevent mildew.)
Cleaning is especially important prior to storing the awning for long periods of time to prevent mildew and stains.
2. Use paraffin wax on Support Arms and Rafter Arms for smoother sliding movement.
