1.  Being sure that everything is clear and out of the way, lower the top to a comfortable workmg helght
and:set-yp your seélfistoring:canopy in the normal manner. Do not install the three ridge support poles-+
at this time.

Roll up the screen room privacy flaps andsecure to the ties located above the screen.

NO’I‘E: Screen room flaps are designed for privacy only aﬁd are not intended to be waterproof.
To operate the zipper from the outside of the screen room, remove one of the loops sewn near the

bottom of the zipper from the tent stake. Holding the loop securely to the ground with your foot,
raise the zipper slider with one hand.

CAUTION: To avoid possible damage to the zipper, raise the zipper slider to the top of the

screen room before entering er exiting the screen room

To exit the screen room from the inside, place your foot on the vinyl skirt and raise the zipper slider.
