wright lantern
follow these steps 

to build your 
wright lantern

1. start by punching out the 4 ornate
sides of the lantern, the ceiling square,
the 2 squares that make up the base, 
and the led tealight stopper.

2. attach the sides to the ceiling and
base pieces one at a time, by snapping 
them together atv the folloing spots:

3. as you go aroun adding the sides,
these will interlock with each other.

<- ceiling

<- base with
round opening
<- base with
locking opening

4. once you have this core structure
assembled, place the stopper through 
the base and twist to lock.

5. next, you will attach the 4 window
frames to the core structure.

6. one at a time, snap the window frames
to the core structure of the lantern.

7. take the 2 remaining square pieces,
these will make the eaves for the top
and bottom.

8. make sure that the square labeled
for the bottom goes at the base, and 
the one labeled for the top goes over
the ceiling.

9. grab the roof support ribs labeled 
“A” and “B”. these will snap on to the 
ceiling. A’s first then B’s.

9. at this point you should loop any kind
of string or hanging mechanism through
the center holes on the ceiling if you
plan to hang your lantern.

9. finally, you will snap on the trian-
gles that make up the roof of the
lantern.
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
