Knitted in-the-round with circular needles, this bag grows quickly 
with our Thicck & Chunky yarn to make the ultimate fit everything 
Big Bag.  It is worked from the bottom up, starting with the base 
circle shape that grows outwards, which then gradually decreases 
in stitch count up the body, towards the handle opening.  The 
handles are knitted integrated within-the-round.

YARN REQUIRED	
Makr THICCK and CHUNKY Yarn 500g balls

C1 Sea Spray

C2 Dusk Orange

C3 Lilac Haze
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DIFFICULTY 

NEEDLES AND EQUIPMENT:
20mm circular knitting needles
Stitch markers to mark end of round

TENSION:
20mm: 	 3.5sts x  6rows = 10cm x 10cm stst.

KNITTING ABBREVIATION:
C:	 colour
K: 	 knit
K2tog:	 knit 2 stitches together to decrease
Kfb:	 knit into the front and the back of the stitch to 
	 increase
Pm	 place marker
St(s): 	 stitch(es)

BAG PATTERN 
BASE
Cast on 8 sts with C1
Rnd 1.	 K row, pm
Rnd 2.	 Kfb all sts (16sts)
Rnd 3.	 K 
Rnd 4.	 Kfb all sts (32 sts)
Rnd 5&6.	 K
Rnd 7.	 Kfb all sts (64 sts)
Rnd 8-11.	 K

BODY
Change to C2
Rnd 9.	 K2tog every 8th st (56sts)
Rnd 10.	 K

Change to C1(blue)
Rnd 11–14.  K

Change to C3(purple)
Rnd 15.	 K2tog every 8th st (48sts)
Rnd 16.	 K

Change to C2(orange)
Rnd 17–19.  K

Change to C1(blue)
Rnd 20.	 K2tog every 8th st (40sts)
Rnd 21.	 K

Change to C3(purple)
Rnd 22–24.  K
Rnd 25.	 K2tog every 8th st (32sts)
Rnd 26-29.	 K

HANDLES
Change to C2(orange)
Rnd 30.	 cast off 8st, k8, cast off 8 sts, k 8.
Rnd 31.	 Long tail cast on 8 sts on right hand needle, k8, 
	 long tail cast on 8 sts on right hand needle, k8.
Rnd 32.	 K (32 sts)
Cast off.

FINISHING
Trim loose threads and use fingers to weave into knitting to 
neaten.

Please use only the yarn specified. Another yarn 
is likely to yield different results. Quantities are 
approximate as knitting styles may vary between 
knitters. Check the ball bands to ensure all yarn is 
from the same dye lot.
