curve in the sleeve apex, which creates more movement in the Tapestry Needle

sleeves. The garment is made in the knit stitch, so the right side Stitch Markers

and the wrong side of the fabric look the same. This is why the
left and right fronts are made identical, as one side can be turned
over to mirror the other; and the necklines meet in the middle.
This is fairly easy knitting with basic shaping techniques, so this TENSION:

Join fronts to back at shoulders.

Sew in loose threads to neaten.
