INSTALLATION  INSTRUCTIONS

APPLY DUCT TAPE TO HOLE

WATER HEIGHT

a.  Thoroughly clean and vacuum pool prior to adding winter chemicals.
b.  Adjust pH level to 7.2-7.6.
c.  Add only winter grade chemicals.
d.  �Never use chlorine based chemicals when winterizing because chlorine 

is a gas and the chlorine vapors will damage your cover.

WATER PREPARATION1

a.  �Remove screws from skimmer faceplate that match holes on the ICE GUARD winter 
plate. DO NOT REMOVE ALL SCREWS FROM SKIMMER.

b.  �Place gasket and ICE GUARD winter plate over skimmer face plate and align properly.
c.  �Secure foam gasket and ICE GUARD winter plate to skimmer with provided screws. 

DO NOT OVER TIGHTEN SCREWS.
d.  Apply a piece of duct tape (not included) to hole on top of skimmer cover.

a.  �Lower the water level below the skimmer box.
b.  �Remove the current skimmer faceplate from 

the skimmer body and hold skimmer in place. 
This will be easier with 2 people.

c.  �Remove the old rubber gasket from the 
skimmer box.

d.  �Install new rubber gasket and new face plate 
from the All Season Frame Kit.

e.  �Attach the new All Season face plate with new 
skimmer screws from All Season Frame Kit.

f.  �Once the new face plate is attached, install 
the new winter gasket, then install the new 
All Season Plate using the machine screws 
provided in the All Season Kit screwing them 
into the threaded holes.

a. �Select the correct size plug. Plug return fitting from INSIDE of pool.
b. �Detach all hoses from skimmer and return fitting. Remove and store all internal 

skimmer components (basket, weir, cartridge, etc.)

STANDARD RETURN PREPARATION3

a.  �Disconnect, drain, and store filter and pump according to directions provided 
by the manufacturer. Lubricate all O-rings with Blue Seal® O-Ring lube prior to 
storing for the winter.

FILTER WINTERIZATION4

a.  �The Auto-Float winter cover has a permanently 
attached flotation device in the center of the cover.

b.  �Your Auto-Float winter cover DOES NOT 
use an air pillow.

FLOTATION DEVICE5

a.  �Unpack cover from package.
b.  Place cover on pool.
c.  Ensure cover is placed right side upon 

INSTALLING POOL COVER6

a.  �Weave cable (supplied) through the grommets around the perimeter of cover. 
Exposed cable should be over the larger distance between the grommets.

b.  Secure cable with OLD MAN WINTER® CRANK N’ LOCK (supplied).
c.  �Place one end of the cable, now threaded on cover, through the hole on the left side of the 

CRANK N’ LOCK outer frame. Take the other end of the cable and thread it through the 
hole on the right side of the frame.

d.  �Pass left cable through top hole in center shaft and right cable through bottom 
hole in center shaft. Pull tight to remove slack.

e.  �Slowly turn handle on winch to wrap cable until cable is tight. DO NOT OVER TIGHTEN! 
Once cable is tight, place lock through handle and cable shown below to secure.
