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PRODUCT INSTALLATION

Installation Procedures

1 Install the base
Align the column with the groove on the base and fix them together using a right-angle
bolt.
Considerate Hint: Remove parts from the component before performing installation.

2 Install the base
2.1 Pull out and fix the inner column tube by adjusting the height adjustment knob
(height can be adjusted as required).

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

1. Before cleaning and assembling, fan must be unplugged.
2. To ensure adequate air circulation to the motor, keep vents at the rear of the motor
free of dust. Do not disassemble the fan to remove dust.

3. Please wipe the exterior parts with a soft cloth soaking a mild detergent.

4. Do not use any abrasive detergent or solvents to avoid scratching the surface.
Do not use any of the following as a cleaner: gasoline, thinner.

. Do not allow water or any other liquid into the motor housing or interior parts.

. Be sure to unplug from the electrical supply source before cleaning.

. Plastic parts should be cleaned with a soft cloth moisten with mild soap.
Thoroughly remove soap film with dry cloth.
