B Check that the detergent powder is empty after completion of the wash cycle.

B Do not wash plastic items unless they are marked dishwasher safe or the
equivalent. For plastic items not so marked, check the manufacturer's
recommendations.

W Use only detergent and rinse additives designed for an automatic dishwasher.

W Never use soap, laundry detergent, or hand washing detergent in your dishwasher.

B Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance.

W The door should not be left open, since this could increase the risk of tripping.

W If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer or
its service agent or a similarly qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.

M During installation, the power supply must not be excessively or dangerously
bent or flattened.

W Do not tamper with controls.

W The appliance is to be connected to the water mains using new hose sets and
that old hose-sets should not be reused.

B The maximum number of place settings to be washed is 12.
B The maximum permissible inlet water pressure is 1MPa.

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4. Prior using for the first time

Before using your dishwasher for the first time:

Set the water softener

B Add 1.5Kgdishwasher salt andthen full fillthe salt containerwith water
Fill therinse aid dispenser

B Fillindetergent

A. Water Softener

The water softener mustbe set manually, using the water hardness dial.

The water softener is designedto remove mineralsand salts fromthe water, which would have

a detrimental or adverse effect onthe operation of the appliance.

The higher the content of these minerals andsalts, the harder your wateris.

The softener should be adjusted accordingto the hardnessof the waterin your area. Yourlocal Water Authority
can advise you on the hardness of the water in your area.

Adjusting Salt Consumption

The dishwasheris designed to allow for adjustmentin the amount of salt consumed based on the hardness of
the water used. This isintended to optimiseand customise thelevel o fsalt consumption.

Please follow the steps below for adjustment in salt consumption.

1. Switchon the appliance;

2. Press the Start/Pause button formore than 5seconds to startthe water
softener setmodel within 60seconds afterthe appliance was

switched on;

3. Press the Start/Pause button toselect the properset according to

your local environment, the sets will change in the following

sequence: H1->H2->H3->H4->H5->H6;

4. Pressthe On/Off button to end theset up model.

WATER SOFTENER

The hardness of the water varies from place to place. If hard water is used in the dishwasher, deposits will
form onthe dishes and utensils.

The applianceis equipped with a special softenerthat uses a saltcontainer specifically designed to eliminate
lime and minerals from the water.
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B. Loading the SaltInto the Softener

Always use the salt intended for use with dishwasher.
The salt containeris located beneath the lower basket and should be filled as explained
in the following:

Attention!

B Only use salt specifically designed for the use in dishwashers! Every other type of
salt not specifically designed for the use in a dishwasher, especially table salt, will
damage the water softener. Incase of damages caused by the use of unsuitable
salt the manufacturer does not give any warranty nor is liable for any damages caused.
B Only fill with salt just before starting one of the complete washing programs.
This will prevent any grains of salt or salty water, which may have been spilled,
remaining on the bottom of the machine for any period of time, which may cause
corrosion.

After the lower basket has been removed, unscrew and remove the cap from the salt container. n
Place the end of the funnel (supplied) into the hole and introduce about 1.5kg of dishwasher salt.

Full fill the salt container with water,It is normal for a small amount of water to come out of the 2]
salt container.

After filling the container, screw the cap tightly back clockwise.

The salt warning light will stop being after the salt container has been filled with salt.

Immediately after filling the salt into the salt container, awashing program should be started (We suggest to use a short
program). Otherwise the filter system, pump or other important parts of the machine may be damaged
by salty water. This is out of warranty.

A NOTE:

1. The salt container mustonly be refilledwhen the saltwarning light inthe control panelcomes on.
Depending on howwell the saltdissolves, the saltwarning light may still be oneven though the
salt container isfilled.

If there isno salt warninglight in the control panel (forsome Models),you canestimate when tofill
the salt intothe softener bythe cycles thatthe dishwasher hasrun.

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C. Fillthe Rinse Aid Dispenser

Rinse Aid Dispenser

The rinse aid is released during the final rinse to prevent water from forming droplets on your dishes, which can
leave spots and streaks. It also improves drying by allowing water to roll off the dishes. Your dishwasher is
designed to use liquid rinse aids. The rinse aid dispenser is located inside the door next to the detergent dispenser.
To fill the dispenser, open the cap and pour the rinse aid into the dispenser until the level indicator turns completely
black. The volume of the rinse aid container is about 110ml.

Function of Rinse Aid

Rinse aid is automatically added during the last rinse, ensuring thorough rinsing, and spot and streak free drying.

Attention!

Only use branded rinse aid for dishwasher. Never fill the rinse aid dispenser with any other substances
(e.g. Dishwasher cleaning agent, liquid detergent). This would damage the appliance.

When to Refill the Rinse Aid Dispenser

If there isno rinse-aid warninglight in the control panel, youcan estimate theamount from the colour

of the opticallevel indicator C located next tothe cap. Whenthe rinse-aid containeris full, thewhole
indicator will bedark .As the rinse-aid diminishes, the size ofthe dark dotdecreases. You should neverlet
the rinse aidlevel fall 1/ 4 full.

To open the dispenser, turn the cap to the "open" (left) arrow and lift it out.
Pour the rinse aid into the dispenser, being careful not to overfill.
Replace the cap by inserting it aligned with "open" arrow and turning it to the closed (right) arrow.

NOTE: Ciean upany rinse aid spilled while during filling with an absorbent cloth to avoid excessive foaming
during the next wash. Don't forgetto replace the cap before you close dishwasherdoor.

Adjusting Rinse Aid Dispenser

Adjust lever The rinse aid dispenser has six or four settings. Always start with the dispenser

(Rinse) seton "4". If spots and poor drying are a problem, increase the amount of rinse
aid dispensed by removing the dispenser lid and rotating the dial to "5". If the
dishes still are not drying properly or are show spots, adjust the dial to the next
higher lever until your dishes are spot-free. The recommended setting is "4".
(Factory value is "4".)

A NoTE:

Increase the dose if there are drops of water or lime spots on the dishes after washing.
Reduce it if there are sticky whitish stains on your dishes or a bluish film on glassware or
knife blades.

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D. Function of Detergent

Detergents with its chemical ingredients are necessary to remove dirt, crush dirt and transport it out of the dishwasher.
Most of the commercial quality detergents are suitable for this purpose.

Attention!

Proper Use of Detergent
Use only detergentspecifically made forthe use indishwashers. Keep yourdetergent fresh anddry.
Don't put powdereddetergent into thedispenser until you'reready to washdishes.

Detergents

There are 3sorts of detergents

1.With phosphate and with chlorine
2.With phosphate andwithout chlorine
3.Without phosphate and without chlorine

Normally new pulverised detergent is withoutphosphate. Thus the water softenerfunction of
phosphate is notgiven. In this case werecommend to fill salt in the salt containereven when

the hardness ofwater is only6 ° dH. If detergentswithout phosphate areused in the case of hard water
often white spotsappear on dishesand glasses. Inthis case pleaseadd more detergentto reach

better results. Detergents without chlorine doonly bleach alittle. Strong and coloured spots willnot

be removed completely. In this case pleasechoose a programwith a highertemperature.

Concentrated Detergent

Based on theirchemical composition, detergents can be splitin two basictypes:
W conventional, alkaline detergents with caustic components
B low alkaline concentrated detergents with natural enzymes

Detergent Tablets

Detergent tablets ofdifferent brands dissolve at different speeds. For this reasonsome
detergent tablets cannotdissolve and developtheir full cleaningpower during short
programs. Therefore please use longprograms when usingdetergent tablets, to
ensure the completeremoval of detergentresiduals.

Detergent Dispenser

The dispenser mustbe refilled before the start ofeach wash cyclefollowing the instructions
provided inthe wash cycle table . Your dishwasheruses less detergent and rinse aid than
Conventional dishwasher. Generally, only one tablespoon of detergentis needed for

a normal wash load. More heavily soiled items need more detergent. Always add the
detergent just before starting the dishwasher, otherwise it could get damp and will not
dissolve properly.
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Amount of Detergent to Use

Fill in Detergent

Fill the detergentdispenser with detergent.
The marking indicates the dosing levels, as
illustrated on theright: E] The place of pre-wash cycle detergentplaced.

The place of main wash cycle detergent placed.

Please observe the manufacturers dosing and storage
Recommendations as stated on the detergent packaging.

Close thelid and press untilit locks in place.

If the dishes are heavily soiled, place an additional
detergent dose inthe pre-wash detergent chamber. This detergent willtake effectduring the pre-washphase.

B Youfind information about the amount of detergent for the single programme on page 13.

B Please aware, thataccording to thelevel soiling andthe specific hardnessof waterdifferences are possible.
B Please observe the manufacturer's recommendations onthe detergent packaging.

B If thelid is closed: pressrelease button. The lid will spring open.

B Always add the detergentjust before starting each wash cycle.

B Only use branded detergentaid for dishwasher.

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5.Loading the Dishwasher Baskets

Recommendation

B Consider buying utensilswhich are identified as dishwasher-proof.

B Use amild detergentthat is described as 'kind to dishes'. If necessary, seek further
information from the detergent manufacturers.

B For particularitems, selecta program with aslow atemperature as possible.

B To preventdamage, do not take glass and cutlery out of the dishwasher immediately
after the programme has ended.

Attention before or afterloading the Dishwasher Baskets

(For bestperformance of thedishwasher, followthese loading guidelines.
Features and appearance of baskets and cutlery baskets mayvary from yourmodel.)

Scrape off any large amounts of leftover food. Soften remnants of burntfood in pans.

It is not necessary to rinse the dishes under running water.

Place objects inthe dishwasher infollowing way:

1.ltems such as cups, glasses, pots/pans, etc. are faced downwards.

2.Curved items, or ones withrecesses, should beloaded aslant sothat water canrun off.
3.Allutensils are stacked securely and cannot tip over.

4.All utensilsare placed inthe way that the sprayarms can rotate freely duringwashing.

A NOTE: Very smallitems should notbe washed inthe dishwasher asthey could easilyfall out ofthe basket.

W Load hollow itemssuch as cups, glasses, pans etc. With the openingfacing downwards sothat
water cannot collect inthe containeror adeep base.

Dishes anditems of cutlery mustnot lie inside one another, or covereach other.

To avoid damage to glasses, they must nottouch.

Load large itemswhich are mostdifficult toclean into the lower basket.

The upperbasket is designed to hold more delicate and lighter dishware such as glasses, coffee
and teacups

Long bladed knives stored in an upright position are a potential hazard!

Long and/or sharp items of cutlery such as carving knives must be positioned

horizontally in theupper basket.

Please donot overload your dishwasher. Thisis importantfor good results and for

reasonable consumption of energy.

Removing the Dishes

Toprevent water drippingfrom the upper basket intothe lower basket,we recommend thatyou
empty the lowerbasket first andthen the upperbasket.
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B The Method Loading Normal Dishware

Loading the Upper Basket

The upper basketis designed tohold more delicate
and lighter dishware such as glasses, coffee and
tea cups and saucers, as well as plates, small bowls
and shallow pans (as long asthey are nottoo dirty).
Position the dishes and cookware so that they will
not get moved by the spray of water.

Please be remindedthat:

Loading the Lower Basket

We suggestthat you place large itemsand the most
difficult to clean items are to be placed into the lower
basket: suchas pots, pans, lids, serving dishes and
bowls, as shownin the figurebelow. Itis preferable to
place serving dishesand lids onthe side of the racks
in order to avoid blocking the rotation of the top spray
arm.

Pots, serving bowls, etc, must always be placed top down.
Deep pots should be slanted to allow water to flow out.

The Bottom Basket features folding spikes sothat larger ormore pots andpans can beloaded.

Adjusting the Upper Basket

The height ofthe upper basketcan be adjustedin order to
create more space for large utensils both for the upper
/lower basket. The heightof the upper basketcan be
adjusted by placing the wheels on different height of the
rails. Longitems, serving cutlery, salad servers and knives
should be placedon the shelfso thatthey do notobstruct
the rotation ofthe spray arms..

Cutlery should beplaced in the cutlery basket withthe handles atthe bottom. Ifthe rack hasside baskets, the
spoons should beloaded separately intothe appropriate slots, especially long utensilsshould be placedin the
horizontal position atthe front ofthe upper basketas shown inthe picture.

For personal safetyand a topquality cleaning, place the silverware inthe basket

making sure that:
B They do not nesttogether.
B Silverware is placed withthe handles-down.

B But place knives and other potentially dangerous utensils are placed handles-up.
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Do notlet anyitem extend through the bottom.
Always load sharp utensils with the sharp pointdown!

At the End of the Wash Cycle

When the working cycle has finished, the buzzer ofthe dishwasher willsound for 8 seconds, then stop. Turn off
the appliance usingthe Power switchbutton, shut off the water supply andopen the doorof the dishwasher.
Wait fora few minutes before unloading the dishwasher to avoid handling the dishes and utensils while they
are stillhot and more susceptible to breakage. They will also dry better.

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7.Maintenance and Cleaning

Filtering System

The filter preventslarger remnants offood or otherobjects from gettinginside the pump.
The residues may block the filter, in this case they mustbe removed.

The filter system consists ofa coarse filter,a flat (Main filter)
And amicrofilter(Fine filter).

» Food and soil particles trapped in this filter are pulverized by a
special jeton the lower spray arm and washed down to drain.

Larger items, suchas pieces ofbones or glass, that could block
the drain aretrapped in the coarse filter. To remove theitems

caught by thefilter, gentlysqueeze the tapon the top of this
filter and liftout.

This filter holds soil and food residues inthe sump area and
prevents itfrom being redeposit on the dishes during wash cycle.

Filter assembly

The filter efficiently removes food particles fromthe wash water, allowing itto be recycledduring the cycle.
For best performance and results, thefilter must becleaned regularly. For thisreason, it isa good ideato
remove the largerfood particles trappedin the filterafter each washcycle by rinsingthe semicircular filterand
cup under runningwater. Toremove the filterdevice, pull thecup handle inthe upward direction.

The dishwasher must never be used without the filters.
A WARNING! Improper replacement of the filter may reduce the performance level of the appliance
and damage dishes and utensils.

Cleaning the Filter

Toclean the coarsefilter and thefine filter,use a cleaningbrush. Reassemble thefilter parts as shown inthe figures
on the lastpage and reinsertthe entire assemblyin the dishwasher, positioning itin its seatand pressing downwards.

When cleaning the filters, don't knock on them. Otherwise, the filters could be
A WARNING! contorted and the performance of the dishwasher could be decreased.

Caring forthe Dishwasher

The control panel can be cleaned by using a lightly dampened cloth.
After cleaning, make sure to dry it thoroughly.

For the exterior, usea good appliance polish wax.
Never use sharp objects, scouring pads or harsh cleaners on any part of the dishwasher.

Cleaning the Door

To cleanthe edge around the door, you should use only a softwarm, damp cloth.
To avoid penetration of water into the doorlock and electrical components, do not
use aspray cleanerof anykind.

Never use a spray cleaner to clean the door panel as it may damage the doorlock
and electrical components.

Cleaning the Spray Arms

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How to Drain Excess Water From Hoses

If the sinkis 1000 higherfrom the floor, the excesswater in hosescannot be draineddirectly
into the sink. It will be necessary todrain excess water from hoses into a bowl or suitable
container that isheld outside andlower than the sink.
