5.2 Setting the guard (Fig. 3)

6.4 Motor
It is vital for the motor to be well ventilated during 
operation. Be sure, therefore, to keep the ventilati-
on holes clean at all times.

• Before using a grinding or cutting wheel, 

check its rated speed.
