Before using for the first time

@Although every effort has been made to ensure the quality of the product, please be sure to try it out
and check the accessories and set-up tools before using it.

Keep all flame and heat sources away from this tent.

@The tent fabric is not fireproof or flame retardant. When making a fire which is difficult to control such
as bonfire, please set up the tent in a location where it will not be affected by fire sparks or heat. @Do
not operate any devise which fuel inside this tent. It is very dangerous because of the risk of monoxide
poisoning.@Do not assemble or use near any heat sources such as burning lanterns, stoves, heaters,
etc. Keep a distance that will prevent the spread of fire in the event of tipping over or falling.

Weather

@Always check the weather forecast when scheduling your trip. If strong winds, heavy rain, or other
inclement weather is predicted, please consider rescheduling your trip.

Setup/ Location

@Choose a site that is as flat and well-drained as possible. Remove as many stones, wood chips, etc.
as possible before setting up as they might damage the bottom of the tent.Avoid setting up directly
under trees, as it is difficult to completely remove the sap once it is attached. @In most cases, the
cause of damage to the pole is forced setup. Do not rush to set up the frame pole, but make sure it is

set up properly.

Dew Condensation

@The causes of condensation in tents are mainly related to "inside/outside temperature differences
and increased humidity" and cannot be avoided. The main causes of "inside/outside temperature
difference" are human body temperature and ground temperature.

The main factors of "humidity rise" are human respiration, sweat, and ground humidity.

Condensation that occurs under those conditions can be suppressed by venting the air inside the tent
to the outside.

However, releasing the ventilation in extremely humid conditions, such as rain, can increase
condensation even more.

Dismantling

@®When dismantling , please reverse the setup procedure. @Dry thoroughly before storing. @Please be
careful not to hurt yourself when dismantling the poles. They might bounce back to you.

Maintenance

@Although tents are made of water-repellent and waterproof fabrics, deterioration over time is
inevitable. Maintenance after use is very important. Please read the following tent care tips carefully to
use your tent for as long as possible. @After use, thoroughly remove dirt and dust, and dry in the shade
before storing.Leaving stains can cause color migration and mold. Not drying thoroughly may cause
significant deterioration of the fabric and coating performance.

The product cannot be dry-cleaned or machine-washed. @The stuff sack provided is not the best
storage solution. When storing it for a long period of time, place it in a slightly larger cotton bag or
something similar and keep it in a well-ventilated place. @ Tent bottoms in direct contact with the
ground are more likely to be damaged. The specially designed groundsheet keeps the bottom clean
and prevents damage to the bottom. It also significantly improves waterproofing performance.
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- Spread inner tent and ground sheet. 25U RY—K
Ground sheet
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- Put the poles through the holes in the top and floor sections in the center.
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Attach the inner tent to the flysheet.
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Hook the carabiner to
the ring on the flysheet.
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- Connect the hooks on the top with flysheet. (2 places)
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- Hang the hooks on the floor part of the inner tent on the pegs.
