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DASH DISASSEMBLY & RADIO REMOVAL

Using a soft tool, carefully unclip center dash trim from the passenger side to below
the radio, which includes the climate controls. Unplug harness and remove.

See “A” in Photo.

Using a soft tool, carefully unclip dash trim from the passenger side air vent to above
the radio and clock. Remove. See “B” in Photo.

Carefully unclip the 2 air vents to the left and right of the radio, and remove.

See “C” in Photo.

Remove (2) bolts from the bottom and (2) bolts from the sides of the OEM Radio.
Unclip the OEM radio and unplug all harness. Remove.
