The subcategories 
leave no wish unfulfilled: you can find everything from a Fokker Triplane to a North American P-51 Mustang to a Boeing Super-
fortress.  Every aircraft type is accompanied by captions, quotes, technical specifications and three-view silhouettes in black and 
white.  Historic archival photography enhances the sleek and elegant design.
