3. Press fn key and one of blue colored keys, to perorm F1, F2, ..., F12, PrtScn, pgup, pgdn, home and end

Important Note:

1. The keyboard has a built-in energy saving feature. Press any key (such as “space” key) on your keyboard to
wake up again to reconnect to previously connected device.

2. Please wait for BTTABKEYBAT to be connected before entering your user’s password during computer boot up.

3. Pairing light needs to be on and flashing during pairing process. If it's not flashing, press fn and P again and
start all over to pair BTTABKEYBAT with your device.

1. After a Bluetooth device(for Mac] is selected, for the first time use, pairing is required. Press fn and P keys
simultaneously to set keyboard in pairing mode, the device LED flashes blue.
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2.Please click the Bluetooth icon in your computer’s menu bar located in upper right corner of

your screen.
Make sure Bluetooth is turned to On then select “Open Bluetooth Preferences ...” in the drop down
menu.

1. After a Bluetooth device(for Android) is selected, for the first time use, pairing is required. Press Fn and
P keys simultaneously to set keyboard in pairing mode, the device LED flashes blue quickly.

2. In Android device, under “Settings” select Bluetooth. Make sure it is configured to “On" as shown in
the picture.

3. Once you see Macally Bluetooth Keyboard appear, select it and it will automatically pair
to your device.
