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Keyboard Shortcuts for MacOS X

Previous section has described 15 default shortcuts and

function keys. They are supported in MacOS X from 10.3 to 10.11,
macOS Sierra and above, no driver installation is needed. Please note,
these shortcuts are not universal, certain shortcuts such as Zoom in
and Zoom out do not work as defined in some application such as
Microsoft Word and Excel because these applications have their own
way of zooming. On the other hand, some shortcuts may act completely
different way in different applications. You should try them out first.

In MacOS X, if shortcuts Brightness adjust and Zoom do not work,
please configure Keyboard Shortcuts to enable them:

1. Open System Preferences, double click to open Keyboard icon,
then select Keyboard Shortcuts tab.
