Potpourri (poh-poo-ree) is a mixture of fragrant plant materials 
such as dried herbs, spices, fruits, flowers, or wood shavings. 
Potpourri is often placed in a decorative bowl to provide a 

pleasant aroma. The mixture may also be simmered in water to 
create a stronger scent and add moisture to dry air.  

•  small pot
•  cutting board

•  knife
•  1 orange

•  3 cinnamon sticks 
•  1 Tbsp whole cloves

•  1 Tbsp vanilla

What You’ll Need Steps
1 	 Cut orange into thin slices.  

	 Add to a small pot.
2 	 Add cinnamon, cloves, and  

	 vanilla. Fill the pot with  
	 water until it is ²⁄³ full.
3 	 Bring the pot to a boil  

	 over high heat.
4 	 Turn the heat to low.  

	 Simmer and enjoy the aroma!
5 	 Add water as needed, about  

	 every 30 minutes.
