Description: I bet this one has been on your bucket list for a while!  Learn a unique way 

to sew a Bargello design for a stunning result.  You will learn scant quarter-inch seams, 

good pressing techniques and ways to create a dramatic color wash. 

Supplies To Purchase/Bring To Class:  
 
Pattern: “No-Measure Bargello” by Cozy Quilt Designs (ask at the register) 

Fabrics:  

- highly recommend a jelly roll, but you can certainly look for 20+ fabrics that has 

some gradation.  Ask for the area of jelly rolls that Mary-Jeanine has put aside for 

options for this class.   You can also look at page 7 for more fabric suggestions. 

- Accent and background fabrics (follow pattern’s supply list) 

Supplies: 

- Flannel backed plastic tablecloth (for quilt layout) 
- If you are a Leaders/Enders kind of quilter, bring a bunch, you’ll use a lot! 
- regular sewing supplies (snips, pins, seam ripper, etc) 
- thread for piecing, recommend medium grey color 
- Rotary Cutter (bring a backup blade!) 
- If you’re buying pins, please don’t buy the “Quilting Pins” with the big yellow 

heads.  Look for Clover “Silk Pins Boxed” (Art No.2501)  They are the best! 
 

Class Policy
