Supplies To Bring To Class: 
 
Pattern:  Pumpkin Patches  by Cluck Cluck Sew 
Fabric:     Fall  Printed fabrics...10 or 11 assorted fat quarters  OR  38 assorted 10 “ pre-cut  
                 squares. 
        Orange fabric  4 or 5 assorted Fat qtrs. 
        Brown fabric...1/8 yd 
         Background:  2 ¼ yd 
        Will talk in class about if you want border or not. 
                
               
Wait until 3rd class to buy your backing and batting 

 
OTHER  SUPPLIES: 
Pen & paper for notes, 50wt sewing thread (1 tan , 1 light gray).  Quilting glass head long 
straight pins, seam ripper, scissors, marking pen, quilter ruler 6 ½ by 18 inches.  Rotary cutter 
with sharp blade & any other sewing notions you normally bring to class.  Spray starch & 
press your fabric before class.
