Description: What a stunning quilt to continue your quilt learning journey!  Mary-

Jeanine will walk you through the steps of pressing, cutting, sewing and more pressing.  

You will learn how to ‘fussy cut’ fabric, how to get a scant quarter-inch seam, and a 

great way to lay out your blocks to design your beautiful quilt top. 

Supplies To Purchase/Bring To Class:  
 
Pattern: “San Julian” by Villa Rosa Designs (ask at the register) 

Fabrics:  

- 12 fat quarters.  If you choose fabric with large flowers or other large designs, 

those fabrics should be ½ yard.  If not, a fat quarter is fine.  NOT a ‘long quarter’. 

- Contrast fabric: 1 yard (black and white on Mary-Jeanine’s quilt) 

Supplies: 

- regular sewing supplies (snips, pins, seam ripper, etc) 
- thread for piecing, recommend medium grey color 
- Rotary Cutter (bring a backup blade!) 
- If you have a large square ruler (9” or larger), please bring it 
- If you’re buying pins, please don’t buy the “Quilting Pins” with the big yellow 

heads.  Look for Clover “Silk Pins Boxed” (Art No.2501)  They are the best! 
 

Class Policy 

A minimum of 4 students is needed to make a class a “go”.   If a class fails to register 4 

students you will receive a full refund.
