Description: This class is for students who have taken Sewing Basics 1 & 
2 classes and want to continue to advance their sewing skills. You'll sew a dress 
while learning new skills such as fitting, sewing a princess seam, installing a zipper 
and finishing the neck and/or armholes with a facing. 
 
Prior To Class Please Purchase The Following: 
Pattern: McCall’s 6920 (Not all sizes come in one envelope, so be sure to purchase the envelope 
that contains your size.) 
Fabric: Please bring your fabric pre-washed, dried and ironed to the first class.  
Select and prepare fabric according to the following general guidelines (discussed in 
Sewing Basics 1 & 2): 
- Use only WOVEN fabric: cotton, linen, wool or a similar woven blend. 
See pattern envelope for recommended fabrics. The Sewing Studio 
has some wonderful chambrays (see the sample dress in the store) 
and linens that would be great for summer! 
-“One way” designs (where the design has an obvious “up”, such as 
flowers growing in one direction) are okay, but please remember to 
use the “WITH NAP” yardage on your pattern. All-over prints are fine. 
No plaids. 
 
Supplies: Fabric Shears, Round Head Pins, Pin Cushion, Seam Ripper, Sketch N Wash Marking 

Pencil, Measuring Tape, Seam Gauge, Thread, Paper and Pencil. 

  

 
Notes: Please note that pattern sizes do NOT correspond to “off the rack” clothing 
sizes. Most patterns are multi-sized; choose your pattern based on your 
body measurements (see chart on pattern envelope), NOT your clothing size! 
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Class Policy 

 A minimum of 4 students is needed to make a class a “go”.   If a class fails to register 4 

students you will receive a full refund. 

 All students get a 15% discount on all class supplies purchased at The Sewing Studio
