Cutting
WOF = Width of Fabric

HST = Half-Square Triangle, from a square cut in half once diagonally
QST = Quarter-Square Triangle, from a square cut in half twice diagonally

Read the pattern all the way through before beginning. If you prefer a different method to make your HST units, you may wish to adjust the cut size and
quantity of the 22" squares of Fabrics Y-AF and AO. Press fabrics with starch or starch alternative and let dry before cutting to stabilize edges to be cut on
the bias. Handle bias-cut pieces carefully so as not to distort.

Border cutting is written for mitered corner assembly, but sewing instructions are also included for simpler butted borders if that is your preference.

From Fabrics A and F, fussy cut from each:
(1) 6%" x 6%" square on point around the motif

From Fabrics B and G, fussy cut from each:
(2) 68" x 6%" square on point around the motif

From Fabrics C and H, fussy cut from each:

(4) 6'8" x 6%" square on point around the motif

(16) 3%" x 3%", cut on one diagonal to yield
(32) HSTs

From Fabrics AK and AN, cut:

(2) 33" x WOF; cut
(12) 3%" x 3%", cut on one diagonal to yield
(24) HSTs

From Fabric AO, cut:
(6) 5%" x WOF; cut
(40) 5%" x 5%", cut on both diagonals to yield
160 QSTs
(13) 22" x WOF for block row sashing pieces
(12) 22" x WOF for long sashing strips
(15) 22" x WOF, cut into (240) 22" x 24"

Instructions

Note: All seam allowances are %" (0.64cm). Pieces
are sewn right sides together. Press after each
seam following the arrows in the diagrams or as
directed in the instructions.

Block Construction

1. Draw a diagonal line across the wrong side
of 160 of the Fabric AO 22" x 22" squares.

2. Place a marked Fabric AO 22" x 2'2" square
right sides together with each Fabric Y-AF
22" x 22" square. Sew together along the
drawn line, trim seam allowance to %", and
press away from Fabric AO to complete 80
A Units (2" x 2" finished). (Fig. 1)

3. Place the remaining 80 marked
Fabric AO squares right sides together
with the Fabric Y-AF 22" x 412" pieces as
shown, noting the orientation of the marked
line. Sew together along the drawn line, trim
seam allowance to ", and press away from
Fabric AO to complete 80 B Units. (Fig. 1)

7. Sew a pair of D Units to 2 opposite sides of a
C Unit as shown, matching seams, to make an
E Unit. Make (8) each of Aura and Mystic, (6)
each of Cosmic and Spirit, (4) each of Karma
and Nova, and (2) each of Moonbeam and
Lunar. (Fig. 4)

8. Sew the remaining C Units in pairs to opposite
sides of each 6%" x 6" fussy-cut bias square F Unit
to make an F Unit.

10. Refer to the Quilt Center Layout Diagram
(page 12) to arrange blocks in 5 rows of 4
blocks each.

11. From the (13) 24" x WOF for the block row
sashing pieces, cut (25) sashing pieces each
22" x 16'%2", or to fit the trimmed height of
your blocks.

12.Sew the blocks together into rows with a
Fabric AO sashing piece between each block
and at the beginning and end of each row.
Press towards the sashing.

13. Join all the Fabric AO 22" x WOF strips
together end-to-end into one continuous
strip. Cut into (6) sashing strips 74%2" long.
Sew the rows together with a sashing strip
between each, and on the top and bottom
of the quilt center. Press towards the sashing.
The quilt center should measure 74%2" x 92'2".

14.There are multiple methods for attaching
the borders to the quilt center. Choose the
method you prefer based on the finished look
you desire and your skill level.

Option 1 - Butted corners:

a. Sew the 4%:"- wide border pieces together as
shown in Figures 6a and 6b (page 9). Press
open.

b. Measure the quilt center vertically through the
middle and trim the side border strips evenly
from each end to fit.

c. Sew the side borders to the quilt center,
pinning to match at ends and centers, and
press the seam allowances open.

d. Repeat b and c to measure horizontally, trim
the top and bottom borders, and add to the
quilt top.

Option 2 - Mitered corners without pattern

matching.

a. Sew the 4%"- wide border pieces together as
shown in Figures 6a and 6b (page 9). Press
open.

b. Sew the left side and top borders to the quilt
center, starting and stopping each seam
" from the raw edge of the quilt center,
backstitching at the beginning and end of the
seam to secure it. Press seams away from the
quilt center.

c. Refer to Figure 7c (page 10) to fold the
quilt top in half right sides together, on the
diagonal, aligning the raw edges of the left
side and top border. Mark a line at a 45° angle
from the point where the border seams end
to the outer raw edge.

d. Sew along the line, open up the quilt top and
check that the mitered corner lays flat. Trim
the seam allowance to %" and press open.

e. Repeat from b-d to add the bottom and right
side borders.

Option 3 - Matched stripe mitered corners.

a. Sew together only the 4%2"- wide border
pieces for the top and bottom borders as
shown in Figure 6a (page 9). Press open.

b. Sew the top and bottom borders to the quilt
center, starting and stopping each seam
" from the raw edge of the quilt center,
backstitching at the beginning and end of the
seam to secure it. Press seams away from the
quilt center. Mark %" in from the raw edge of
the corner of the quilt center and then mark
45° lines outwards from each dot on the ends
of the top and bottom borders (Fig. 7a on
page 10).

C.

Refer to Figure 6b (page 9) to arrange the
pieces for the left and right side borders,
but before sewing the pieces together, trim
the loose Fabric J, L, N, and P pieces just
enough so that the stripes will match where
they meet the already-sewn borders at the
corners. It may help to work one corner at a
time, laying the quilt top right side up on flat
surface. For example, starting on the left side
border, center the middle Fabric M strip on
top of the quilt center, aligning the raw edges.
Then overlap the Fabric L above it and adjust
it back and forth until the stripes will match
at the mitered corner. Trim the opposite end
where it will join Fabric M so that it can be
sewn with a %" seam. Repeat to align and trim
the Fabric N strip.

Sew the left side border pieces together, then
join to the quilt center and miter the corner as
in Option 2, b - d.

e. Repeat steps c and d above to trim, sew and

add the right side border to complete the
quilt top.

15. Sew together the 22" Fabric K binding strips
end-to-end. Press seams open. Press the
binding strip in half wrong sides together.

16. Layer backing (wrong side up), batting, and
quilt top (right side up). Baste the layers
together and quilt as desired. Trim excess
batting and backing even with the top after
quilting is completed.

17. Leaving an 8" tail of binding, sew the binding
to the top of the quilt through all layers
matching all raw edges. Miter corners. Stop
approximately 12" from where you started.
Lay both loose ends of binding flat along
quilt edge. Where the loose ends meet, fold
them back on themselves and press to form a
crease. Using this crease as your stitching line,
sew the two open ends of the binding right
sides together. Trim seam to %" and press
open. Finish sewing binding to quilt.

18.Turn the binding to the back of quilt and
hand-stitch in place.
