Watching Mermaids Cowl
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Materials: 1 ball of Lana Grossa Colorissimo 2 (sample shown in Colour #Oi)
Needles: 4.5 mm 24-inch circular needles

Other notions: 1 stitch marker, and darning needle to weave in ends
Gauge: 20 stitches x 20 rows = 4 inches (in pattern stitch)

Finished Measurements: 28 inches around and 22 inches tall
Abbreviations:

yo - yarn over
k — knit



Pattern:

Cast on 132 stitches, join in the round, being mindful to not twist stitches. Place your stitch
marker to indicate the beginning of the round.

Work in (K3, P3) ribbing for 2.5 inches. Begin the body of the cowl.

Body of Cowl:

Row #1) Knit

Row #2) (yo, k2 stitches, pass yo over the 2 stitches just knit) repeat until the end of the row.
Repeat these 2 rows, 18 times.

Knit one more row.

Work in (K3, P3) ribbing for 2.5 inches. Bind off, loosely.
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
