Self Watering Garden Instructions

The following instructions are for users that would like to use the gardening feature.

1. Transplant potted plant into the Garden
Bowl.

2. Before placing the Garden Bowl onto
the fountain make sure any loose soil is
cleaned from the bottom of the bowl to
reduce dirt in the fountain for first use.

Note: During first use some of the soil will
transfer from the bottom of the Garden
Bowl into the fountain causing dirt to
show up in the bottom bowl. After ap-
proximately three days of use, clean the
Fountain Bowl of debris and the loose
soil will stop transfering to the fountain,
allowing the fountain to run cleanly.
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Operating Your Fountain

The on-board control panel is located on the side of the fountain. See the diagram be-
low to see how the all-new on-board controls work for your Bernini Fountain.

To Program Time

1. When the system is OFF, press the button
ONCE to turn system on for one hour.

2. When the system is OFF, press the button
TWICE to turn system on for two hours.

3. When the system is OFF, press the button
THREE TIMES to turn system on for three
hours.

4. When the system is OFF, press the button
FOUR TIMES to turn system on for Four
hours.

5. When the system is ON, press and hold the
button for 3 seconds to shut off pump.

Manual On/Oft

Turns the fountain on and off without any timer. Can be used when extended run times
are desired.

1. When the system is OFF, press and hold the button for 3 seconds pump turns on and
will run until pump is turned off.

2. When the system is ON, press and hold the button for 3 seconds pump turns off.

Note: fountain will run until the battery loses its charge.

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Priming the Water Pump

If you find the water pump is running but water is not flowing from your fountain, or you
hear a loud noise eminating from the pump, you can try priming the water pump:

Detach the water pump from the feeder tube inside the fountain. When removing the wa-
ter pump, use caution when pulling the pump from the feeder tube. Pinch the bottom of
the feeder tube close to the pump with one hand and then pull the water pump from the
feeder tube with your other hand.

Another method to prime the pump is to gently shake the entire unit with pump and water
in the resrervoir. This dislodges air bubbles formed in the pump during assembly. This
issue may occur before first use. Turn unit on and test. Repeat this process three times,
if necessary.

Note: If your Bernini Fountain did not come with the water pump already connect-
ed to the tube inside of the fountain bowl or if the water pump gets disconnected
from the fountain bowl, use these instructions to reconnect your water pump.

Step 1: Connect the male outlet on the top
of the water pump to the tube inside of the
fountain bowl. Make sure this connection is
snug.
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
