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1. Inflate all but the tip of a Dark 

Blue 321Q, soften, and tie. Make a 

2½-inch pinch twist and a 2-inch 

pinch twist. 

2. Inflate a Yellow 260Q, leaving 5¼ 

inches uninflated, and tie it between the  

Dark Blue pinch twists. Squeeze the air to  

the end of the 321Q and make a 5-inch 

bubble in the larger section. Tightly wrap 

the Yellow bubble over the 5-inch bubble 

and around the Dark Blue twist.

3. Inflate a Dark Blue 260Q to 12 

inches, and tie. Make two 2-inch pinch 

twists, then break, tie, and discard the 

remainder.

6. Lay the Dark Blue fins against the 

body of the Fish, then make a second 

bubble in the Yellow balloon, trapping 

the fins underneath, and wrap the Yellow 

balloon back to the Dark Blue pinch twists.

8. Inflate a Dark Blue 321Q, push the 

air into the tip to make a 7-inch bubble, 

tie, and remove the remainder. Tie this 

tail fin to the Yellow tail from Step 7. 

Shape the side and tail fins as desired.

5. Inflate two Dark Blue 321Qs, 

push the air into the tip ends of the 

balloons to make 6-inch bubbles, and 

tie, then remove the remainder on both 

balloons. Tie the two balloons together.

7. Make a third Yellow bubble to 

mirror the first bubble on the outside of 

the fins, wrapping it back into the Dark 

Blue 260Q pinch twists. Break, tie, and 

discard the remaining Yellow balloon, 

leaving a small uninflated tail.

9. For the eyes, inflate a 1-inch bubble 

in the tip of an Onyx Black 260Q, and 

tie. Tie the balloon again about 1 inch 

from the bubble. Inflate a second 1-inch 

bubble, and tie. Discard the remaining 

balloon and trim the knot  

close to the bubble. 

10. Insert the eyes between the 

top Dark Blue 321Q bubble and Yellow 

bubbles and position them on either 

side of the head. Turn the eye bubbles 

to hide the knots. o

4. Wrap the pinch twists around the 

intersection of the Dark Blue 321Q and 

Yellow 260Q.
