Before you start

Warnings Do

> DO NOT stand on your furniture. > Carefully check that you have all parts 
before beginning assembly.

> Avoid exposing the furniture to excessive 
heat or direct sunlight, as this can cause 
deterioration of the colour.

> The furniture should be assembled in the 
room that it is intended to be used in.

> Ensure the product is fully assembled as 
shown, and that all fixings are fully 
tightened before use.

CARE GUIDE

For fabrics –

1. Keep upholstered furniture out of direct sunlight to avoid fading.

2. Do not place items directly against radiators or a heat source.

3. Vacuum regularly to remove dust and dirt.

4. Take care when sitting on light coloured fabrics when wearing items with transferable

dyes such as Denim Jeans.

5. Blot any spills immediately with a clean lint free cloth or paper towel.

6. Never rub or scrub the spill as this may cause it to spread and stain.

7. We would recommend calling a professional upholstery cleaner to clean any stubborn

marks or stains.

8. Keeps pets off your furniture.

9. Regularly check all fittings and tighten as necessary.

For faux leather/PU fabrics –

1. Keep upholstered furniture out of direct sunlight to avoid fading.

2. Do not place items directly against radiators or a heat source.

3. Vacuum or wipe with a dry soft cloth to remove dust and dirt.

4. Blot any spills immediately with a clean lint free cloth or paper towel.

5. Never rub or scrub the spill as this may cause it to spread and stain.

6. For more stubborn stains or marks wipe with a clean damp cloth.

7. Do not use any abrasive or chemical cleaning products as these may affect the finish.

8. We would recommend calling a professional upholstery cleaner to clean any stubborn

marks or stains.

9. Keep pets off your furniture.

10. Regularly check all fittings and tighten as necessary.
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
