> Ensure that this product is only used on firm, level
ground.

> Periodically check all fittings and re-tighten as
necessary.

> Avoid exposing the furniture to excessive heat or direct
sunlight, as this can cause deterioration of the colour.

> Wood will mellow and change colour over time, we
recommend that ornaments and items placed on the
surface are moved regularly for the first few months to
prevent uneven mellowing.

Your furniture is fitted with adjustable feet, if
required these can be used to correct any

wobbling. Sipmly rotate the adjustable feet as
O required to ensure the furniture is stable.

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Care Guide

Made from solid Mango wood, MDF, with natural Jute detail, metal handles and legs.

As natural materials the wood and jute will continue to move and be affected by its surroundings.
Changes in humidity and temperature can lead to warping and/or cracks in the wood and jute rope.
Therefore, it is advisable not to place your furniture against a direct heat source or air
conditioning unit.

Over time, with changes in the atmosphere and light, the wood and jute rope may mellow.

To ensure an even tone we recommend that it is not left in direct sunlight and any objects
placed on the furniture should be regularly moved around to help avoid colour differences.

General care
-‘Assemble the product in the room intended for use.
- Always lift your furniture to move it ,never drag or push it as this can cause damage.
- Regularly check all fixings and tighten if necessary.
- Dust regularly with a clean, soft, lint free cloth.
- If necessary lightly vacuum the jute rope to remove excess dust.
- Wipe up spills immediately, never leave liquids sitting on the surface as this can damage the finish.
- Always use matts and coasters to protect the surface when in use.

- Do not use silicon based furniture polish as the silicon can affect the finish.
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
