Instructions for Use

o This product is designed to be used with the Iron Grill Table (“IGT”) designed as a table and cooking equipment frame. While utmost care is taken for safety, incorrect use may cause accidents such as falling,
fire, and burns.Start use with a good understanding of the above. eSnow Peak’s IGT unit size products can be assembled inside the table frame. The basic unit size is 250 x 360 mm / 9.8" x 14.2" for one unit
(S size) or 500 x 360 mm / 19.7" x 14.2" for two units (W size). You can select and combine various units to enjoy different layouts. eYou can also line up four of the supplied wooden tabletops for this product
to function as a table instead of assembling any unit item.

[J Setup and storage (For storage, remove the additional units and turn the main unit upside-down before performing the installation procedure in reverse.)

/ latch completely

Support bar

Flip the entire table unit back from the
upside-down position and install it. According
to your preferred layout, place tabletops
and/or IGT unit items on the top.

Turn the main unit upside-down to
erect the leg parts.

Turn the leg parts in the direction of the arrow to
fold out the legs. Do the same to the leg parts on
the other side. The legs only fold out as far as the
support bars can reach. Trying to forcibly open
the legs further may cause the product to break.

Engage the support bar shown above. (4 locations)

Maintenance

eBefore using a product that has been in storage for a long time, check each part for abnormalities.
If there are abnormalities, take the product to the retailer or contact Snow Peak Customer Service
for inspection or repair.

oQuickly wipe off any adhered water or salt and let the product dry completely.

eQOccasionally apply lubricant to around the bearings, locations that come into contact with the lock

notches, and ground contact points for smooth sliding and rust prevention. When doing so, use
caution to prevent oil and grease from adhering to the wooden parts.

eAlways keep the leg attachment parts and the support bars clean. Opening and closing the legs with sand,
dust, and/or dirt may result in the legs getting stuck, not locking properly, or breaking.

eWipe off dirt after use and store the product in a well-ventilated place.

Warranty

Snow Peak has taken all possible measures to ensure every product is durable and functions correctly. If you find any product defects, please contact the retailer where you purchased the product or Snow
Peak Customer Service. If there are apparent defects in the product's manufacturing, the defective product will be repaired or exchanged free of charge. In other cases, Snow Peak will repair the product for
an appropriate fee.
