Use
caution to prevent your fingers from entering any hole. eStoring this product in a location where it
can be exposed to direct sunlight or inside a car during summertime may cause this product to
become hot, resulting in burns. Store this product in a well-ventilated area outside of direct
sunlight. eWhen storing or loading this product on a car, do not put any heavy or hard objects on
top of it.

Do not intentionally shake this product so you can
avoid the risk of getting your fingers pinched in the movable parts. eWhen this product is in use,
the available space on the IGT may become too small depending on the combined optional
products for IGT being used. In such a case, do not try to push it in with force.

*A blue protective sheet is attached to the baseplate for manufacturing reasons. Please remove protective sheets from the product before using the product for the first time.

*Before assembling or setting up this product, be sure to read the manual for the table, or other product on which this product is assembled, and that for the combined IGT-related product to ensure correct
setup. Before setting up this product, remove any product mounted on the IGT unit. Otherwise, product may fall off or unexpected injury may occur. Two units of this product cannot be installed on CK-150
IGT Iron Grill Table (Long Frame). To avoid the products from interfering with each other, use only one of this product per frame.
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4. Hold both side panels and set this product on the IGT frame from the top.
Make sure that the hooks of this product firmly land on the rails on the table
side. After checking that all four hooks are on the rails, let go of the side
panels. Finally, check that the side panels and the base plate are
perpendicular. If the side panels are not straight, adjust them so that they are
at a right angle. When installing this product on a two-unit size table, use
caution to avoid pinching your fingers or dropping a product.

5. For disassembly and storage, perform the procedure in the reverse order.

. Place this product flat on a smooth
surface such as on a table.

2. Slowly open the side frames.
*Side frames are not held in place.
Use caution to avoid getting your
hands pinched by side panels when
they fall down.

3. Open the hooks until they touch the
stoppers that hold them in place.
Open all four hooks on both side
panels.

Maintenance

eBefore using a product that has been in storage for a long time, check each part for abnormalities. If
there are abnormalities, take the product to the retailer or contact Snow Peak Customer Service for
inspection or repair. eCleaning these products with a scrubbing brush or the rough side of a sponge
could scratch them. eAfter use, remove dirt using a soft cloth wrung out of water and wipe off moisture.

Store in a well-ventilated place in the shade. Storing these products while they are dirty or wet could
cause rusting. eDo not soak-wash these products, or leave them soaked in water for a long time. eDo
not clean these products using a dish washer or dish dryer.

Warranty

Snow Peak has taken all possible measures to ensure every product is durable and functions correctly. If you find any product defects, please contact the retailer where you purchased the product or Snow
Peak Customer Service. If there are apparent defects in the product's manufacturing, the defective product will be repaired or exchanged free of charge. In other cases, Snow Peak will repair the product for
an appropriate fee. The decision to repair or replace the product will be at our discretion. Snow Peak will not repair the product for any damage that occurred due to the following.

1. Material deterioration caused by age. : 6. Damage caused by dust or rust.

2. Damage caused by modifications or rough handling. : 7. Damage and defects caused by dismantling the product.

3. Damage caused by inappropriate use not mentioned in the instruction manual. 8. Damage and defects caused by dropping, jolting or other shocks.

4. Damage caused by unexpected accidents. 9. Deterioration or failure of parts due to friction.

5. Any damage other than defects in the manufacturing process. 10. Damage caused by the use of the product in combination with another manufacturer's products.
