eBefore using the product, check each part for abnormalities.If there are abnormalities, take the product to the dealer or Snow Peak Customer Service for inspection
or repair.

ePay close attention to the weather. If extreme weather is in the forecast, pack up camp and evacuate to a safe place.

eDo not bring heated items into the tent when they are at high temperatures. Very high temperatures inside of the tent may cause fire or heatstroke.

eChoose a flat, well-drained area with firm ground to pitch the tent. The area should have no chance of avalanches, landslides, wind gusts, or sudden flooding.

olf the floor mat or living sheet is exposed to sunlight for long periods of time, the material may fade, or deteriorate and lose strength. Do not leave this product set up
permanently.

eDo not place poles used for tents, shelters, tarps, etc. on top of this Floor Mat.

eWhen installing the Living Sheet and Floor Mat inside a shelter, please make sure they do not touch any walls of the shelter.

eSunlight can cause the surface of the floor mat or the living sheet to heat up, potentially causing low-temperature burns.

eUse this product on a flat surface where there are no sharp objects such as sharp-edged stones or broken branches.

eDo not assemble, disassemble, or use this product near bonfires or fireworks. Flying sparks can create holes in the fabric.

e\When assembling and disassembling, be sure to hold the floor mat and living sheet firmly so that they will not be blown by the wind.

eDo not allow sap to stick to the product, as sap cannot be completely cleaned off. Avoid placing the product under trees that may drip sap. Using organic solvent
such as paint thinner and benzine in an attempt to remove sap will damage the material and coating.

eChemicals (agricultural chemicals, insect repellents, and other substances) may cause the PU coating to break down, which can significantly reduce the product's
ability to withstand water pressure. If this occurs, there is no guarantee that the product will function as intended.

eThe living sheet is made of highly waterproof fabric; however, rainwater may soak into it if it is in contact with water pools on the ground for long periods of time.

oAs this product is made of thin material, pulling at it with strong force may cause damage. Be cautious when handling.

eBe sure to peg down all the loops of the living sheet when using it.

ePay attention to the pegs and ropes at your feet. Otherwise, you may trip on it and fall, which can further lead to unexpected accidents.

How to set up

(1) Spread the living sheet with the PU-coated side (glossy surface) facing up.
(2) Peg down the corner loops at the six corners and apply tension by pulling the adjustment tape.
(3) Lay the floor mat on top of the living sheet by matching their shapes, with the PVC surface (black side) facing down.

How to disassemble

[Floor mat]
Fold as shown in the illustration and put it into the storage case.

[Living Sheet]

(1) Pull out the pegs that are holding down the corner loops.
(2) Fold the living sheet as shown below and put it in the storage case.
(3) Put the pegs in the peg case.

Precautions for disassembly and storage

eMake sure that the product is sufficiently dry before storing it.

olf the wind is strong, wait for it to subside before disassembling.

ePull out all pegs and clean them. Store them in the peg case with the heads facing down. Storing the pegs exposed in the carrying bag may damage the fabric of this
product and/or the carrying bag.

Water-Repellent and Waterproof Functions

oThis product is treated with a high-quality,water-repellent finish. However, the level of water-repellent capacity and durability may vary slightly due to the characteristics
of each material.The water-repellent finish will lose effectiveness after repeated use. When the water repellence decreases, please use a water-repellent spray
purchased from your local outdoor gear retailer. When using suchsprays, please follow the product’s instructions.

eThe living sheet is coated with PU material, but if it is exposed to pools of water on the ground for long periods, water may soak into the material.

eChemicals (agricultural chemicals, insect repellents, and other substances) may cause the PU coating to break down, which can significantly reduce the product's ability
to withstand water pressure. If this occurs, there is no guarantee that the product will function as intended.

olt is possible that some water-repellent sprays may cause the logo and other markings to peel-off.

Regarding the Effect of Ultraviolet Rays

e\When the tent material is exposed to sunlight for long periods, color degradation or strength deterioration may occur. Do not leave the product assembled permanently.
olf the material deteriorates due to ultraviolet rays and is badly damaged, it may become irreparable.

Maintenance & Storage

eBefore using a product that has been in storage for a long time, check each part for abnormalities. If there are abnormalities, take the product to the retailer or contact
Snow Peak Customer Service for inspection or repair.

oA combination of Polyester fabric is used for this product. Taking the material characteristics into consideration, we adopted processing and color patterns that will result
in less color migration.However, depending on storage conditions, slight color migration may occur. Do not store the product while it is wet.

eBefore storage, the product should be cleaned and dried sufficiently. If the product is stored when wet, the build-up of mold, bad odors, color migration and material
deterioration will occur. Dry the product sufficiently in a breezy and shaded area and clean the surface with a soft brush before storing.

eStore the product in a well-ventilated area, away from heat and moisture.

eSlight damage to the cloth can be mended with repair tape that can be purchased from your local outdoor gear retailer. Refer to the product instructions for the correct
use of such repair tape.

eDepending on the conditions during use, the tent material may deteriorate over a wide area, losing its durability and becoming irreparable.

eSeam tape is attached at a temperature which does not damage the PU coating but with repeated use may peel off the PU coating. If you find the PU coating is peeling
off, use an iron at low temperature to apply the PU coating again. If the iron is too hot, it may discolor the cloth and cause material to deteriorate sooner. Do not peel off
the seam tape forcibly. If PU coating is peeled off, it may become beyond repair.

eFor future use, regularly inspect and maintain the product including the accessories such as the pegs.

Warranty

Snow Peak has taken all possible measures to ensure every product is durable and functions correctly. If you find any product defects, please contact the retailer where
you purchased the product or Snow Peak Customer Service. If there are apparent defects in the product's manufacturing, the defective product will be repaired or
exchanged free of charge. In other cases, Snow Peak will repair the product for an appropriate fee. The decision to repair or replace the product will be at our discretion.
Snow Peak will not repair the product for any damage that occurred due to the following:
1. Material deterioration caused by age i 6. Damage caused by dust or rust
2. Damage caused by modifications or rough handling 7. Damage and defects caused by dismantling the product
3. Damage caused by inappropriate use not mentioned in 8. Damage and defects caused by dropping, jolting or other shocks
