Gorgeous scenery isn't the only
thing that makes the Beauty and
the Beast wildflower photos so
special. Rob and Nita developed
unique field techniques to capture

one-of-a-kind images. Badger and Winter create every

one of the photographs in the field, lugging 80 pounds of
cameras and their “natural light” studio equipment from
below sea level in Death Valley National Park to 13,000-foot-
high mountain passes. Using black or white backgrounds
they carefully photograph living flowers, creating images
that look like they were made in a studio setting.

The book’s collection
includes Rob's floral portrait
technigues that go beyond
any traditional approach.

In the “Contact” series, the
luminous flower petals
actually touch the lens; in the
“Wrapped” series, flowers
are enfolded in black or
white fabric to complement
their geometric forms.
