1like to think of the vocabulary of the
mixed techniques in my work as a met-
aphor for our thought process. I love the
Cyanotype technique, a photosensitive
iron-salt based process that allows you to
create impressions of objects or negatives
with a beautiful cyan-blue outcome. My
cyanotypes, layered with old photo-
graphs, and mixed media illustrations,
aim to depict the way our memory works,
selecting details of our experiences, and
leaving shadows and undefined areas. Our
perception is also imprecise, our eyes take
in two-dimensional signals and our brain
transforms them into a complex reality,
through codes we are not fully aware of.
So our memories are imprecise too, built
with layers of clues and stored informa-
tion, and keep changing. This is what I
seek in my art, I feel the need to finda
process, a technique, a project that feels
like me, and embrace the risk of aban-
doning myself to it.
