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NOTE: For wet location installations:  Install the included gaskets over the keyholes and apply a 
bead of caulking to the edge of the faceplate before attaching. 

Re-attach faceplate to fixture by aligning faceplate with fixture and pressing until faceplate is 
retained by fixture magnets. 
Note:  To change faceplate to colors or square shape (available separately), remove original 
faceplate (see Step 2) and press on new faceplate.

With faceplate removed, take a small screw driver or other prying 
tool and carefully pop the diffuser from the reflector cone.

Wall Wash Accessory Installation

Being careful not to contact the LEDs, insert the wallwash reflector 
into the fixture reflector cone. Ensure the snaps fully engage.
