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Instructions

1. Switch-off power to the luminaire

2. Remove diffuser (if provided)

3. Remove the existing fluorescent lamps from the luminaire.

- Note: Verify the fluorescent tube type is listed on the label of Philips LED T8 InstantFit lamp.
4-5. Install the Philips LED T8 InstantFit lamp (One for each fluorescent lamp removed, ensure pins are firmly seated in lampholders).
- For U-bend only, please ensure lamp is secured by clip

- Replace diffuser (if removed in step 2).

6.  Switch on power to the luminaire.
