Organic cotton is cared for
by smallholder farmers and
gently harvested, making
the fibers durable and long-
lasting. We process this high-
quality raw material in our
GOTS-certified products.



The EcoVero™ viscose used

in our fashion collections is
developed and certified in
Austria. The raw material
comes from responsibly
cultivated forests. Compared
to conventional viscose,

the production of EcoVero™
viscose uses 50 % less water

and emissions are reduced.

The production process
and the transparency of
the supply chain make the
flowing fabric a sustainable

alternative.



The Global Recycled
Standard (GRS) is an

international and fully-

fledged product standard
that largely relates to
textiles. It ensures that
social, ecological and
chemical regulations are
met during production. The
aim of the GRS is to define
requirements for the quality

and specification of the
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materials and substances
used. It also ensures good
working conditions on site
and implements compliance
with ecological and
chemical regulations in the
manufacturing process.

TENCEL ™ Lyocell fibers
are known for their
environmentally friendly and
closed production cycle. In
the manufacturing process,
wood pulp is converted into
cellulose fibers with high
resource efficiency and low
environmental impact.

By using renewable energy
and the recovery of process

chemicals, Lenzing aims

to secure resources for

future generations in the
long term. The TENCEL ™
fibers used in our collections
are biodegradable and
compostable. They can

be completely returned to

therefore vegan.



BIO-BASED
PLASTIC

The production of bio-based
plastic (PLA) is climate-
neutral. The material consists
of renewable raw materials
such as corn, wheat or

sugar cane. For their growth,
the plants need carbon
dioxide, which they take
from the air. That is why the
production of bioplastics

removes CO2 from the

atmosphere - just as much

as is later released when they

are burnt or decompose.
So-called bioplastics are
therefore considered to be
an environmentally friendly
alternative to conventional

plastics.



BORO
SILICATE
GLASS

Our environmentally friendly
alternative to plastic is
borosilicate glass, which we
use for our drinking straws.
This material is recyclable as
it can be melted down. Due
to its chemical resistance,
borosilicate glass is ideally
suited for use in combination

with food.
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The glass does not contain
any chemicals or substances
that are hazardous to health,
it also has a neutral taste
and does not take on any

discoloration.



The GoodWeave® seal of

approval identifies carpets
the production of which uses
no child or forced labor. It
also takes into account social
and environmental standards
such as fair wages, safe and
hygienic working conditions,
and appropriate working
hours. Purchasing a certified

product supports programs

that provide education for
children and decent work
for adults. All of our carpets
carry the GoodWeave® seal

of approval.

The FSC® seal stands for
Forest Stewardship Council®
and is an international
certification system for
sustainable forest cultivation.
In order to obtain the seal,
strict ecological and social
principles must be adhered
to. This helps to ensure that

Meanwhile, the traditional
pottery art secures the
livelihood of more than 150
potters from four different

villages.
