GENERAL FURNITURE CARE TIPS

Wood, like any natural material is likely to present variations of grain and texture which will result in
slight color variations or richness in the finish. These differences make each Romina Furniture item as
beautiful and unique as you and your baby are.

To preserve the initial appearance and functionality of your furniture, it is recommended that all furniture
items be used in accordance with their intended design.

Special water-based finishes are used to make this furniture safe for your baby. These finishes may be
more delicate than those used on adult furniture thus requiring careful maintenance.

Constant rubbing or mechanical interaction with sharp/hard objects such as belt buckles, jeans' zippers
or buttons will likely damage the finish on your furniture. When placing or retrieving items onto the furniture,
always set them down and pick them up, do not “slide” them. Iltems placed onto the horizontal surfaces
must be moved/rotated to prevent discoloration in the finish.

Exposure to extreme variations of environmental conditions such as humidity and temperature can
affect the finish quality due to wood sudden expansion or shrinkage. It is recommended that the room
temperature be maintained in between 65 and 75 degrees Fahrenheit and a relative humidity of 35 -40 %.
Do not place items which are too hot or too cold directly onto the finished surfaces!

Use caution when using a humidifier or vaporizer. Excessive moisture is harmful to the furniture causing
the finish to peel and the wood to warp.

Wipe up spills promptly. If water or other liquids stay in contact with the furniture for along period of time,
they can cause the finish to turn white or discolor. Alcohol or solvent containing substances or materials will
permanently damage the finish.

In general, furniture should not be placed in front or too close to air-conditioning outlets, fireplaces,
heaters or humidifiers. Direct sunlight and ultraviolet rays will cause colors to fade, affect the luster and
smoothness of the finish and in most cases may cause hairline cracks in the finish. White finishes will
yellow naturally over time; exposure to direct sunlight will accelerate this natural process. Please note that
all wood essences will darken over time along with the natural aging process which is not considered to be
a quality defect.

To clean the furniture, use a damp cloth immediately followed by wiping with a dry cloth. Do not allow
water to stay in contact with the finish as it will damage the finish.

If you need to put your furniture into storage for any period of time, avoid placing itin damp basements or
hot attics. Air flow around and under the furniture should be allowed. Do not place furniture too close to
walls, do not stack anything on itand do not cover it entirely.

When using a vinyl changing pad or similar plastic accessories, make sure to use a fabric felt
underneath. Certain plastics have ingredients that can react with and damage the finish. It is
recommended to rotate the changing pad's position frequently to avoid finish discoloration.

STEP 3 (Two adults are required in order to complete this step)

Take both short parts of the wooden base assembly (WBA) and place the stabilizing bar (SB) in between
them. Use four 25 mm Allen bolts (4) and four large “internal star” lock washers (6) to secure the
stablizing bar (SB) in between the two wooden base assembly (WBA) parts, as shown in FIGURE 3.

Use four 50 mm Allen
bolts (3) and four large “internal star” lock washers (6) to mount the left and right panel to the headboard (HB) of the crib as
shown in FIGURE 4.

With the headboard (HB) still laying on its back and the left and right panels attached, carefully insert the assembly resulted
after completing STEP 3 into the long part of the wooden base assembly (WBA) and in between the left panel (LP) and right
panel (RP). Make sure the factory-mounted wooden dowels go all the way into their corresponding holes and the stabilizing

bar (SB) is oriented towards the top of the crib’s headboard (HB) as shown in FIGURE 5.

Place the footboard (FB) of the crib on top of the resulted assembly, while making sure the wooden dowels match the
corresponding holes in the previously monted wooden base assembly (WBA) part. Use four 50 mm Allen bolts (3) and four
large “internal star” lock washers (6) to mount the left and right panel to the footboard (FB) of the crib as shown in FIGURE 6.

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STEP 7 (One adult is required in order to complete this step)

There are three different positions for the mattress support (the highest one being intended for a newborn child and the lowest
one for a child that is maximum 35” tall - see cautions note). You must adjust the height of the mattress support (depending on
your child’s height), by inserting all 4 bolts and nuts (Y) in the same position (see FIGURE 7).

Bolts (X) and (Y) are factory mounted.

Do not completely tighten the bolts at this step; you will be asked to do so in a later step.

The mattress support will be assembled in the LOWEST POSITION.

'ADJUSTING THE HEIGHT OF THE MATTRESS SUPPORT)

To adjust the vertical position of the mattress support, you must remove all four bolts and washers (Y), loosen all eight bolts (5+7,
X), lower the frame and insert the bolts and washers (Y) back into the corresponding holes, according to the desired height (see
FIGURE 2). Afterwards, completely tighten all bolts.

The crib is designed in such a manner that, when the mattress support is adjusted to its lowest position, the mattress
support frame must be placed directly over the bottom frame. Before tightening the bolts, we recommend slightly
pressing down on the mattress support, in order to ensure its correct positioning.

With the crib still laying horizontally, carefully place the mattress support inside, inserting it through the top side of the crib.
Use the provided Allen wrench to secure it to the mounting points of the wooden base assembly (WBA) by using four 15 mm
Rounded head bolts (5) and four small “external star” lock washers (7), as shown in FIGURE 8. Make sure to completely

The installation process is now complete. Your crib should look like the one shown on the first page of this instructions manual.
