BATTERY INSTALLATION
1. Unlock the side latch and open the trail camera's side door
2. Turn silver tabs outward and remove battery tray from trail camera
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3. Insert 8 AA batteries (not included) in the battery tray
NOTE: To ensure the chip's initialization process complete, please wait 4
seconds after installing the batteries to turn on the trail camera.
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BATTERY INSTALLATION

4. Insert battery tray back into the trail camera and turn the tabs inward
to lock into place.

NOTE: Battery tray must be inserted with the curves at the edge of the
tray orientated the correct way. Failure to orientate the tray correctly
will break plastic tabs on the corrners of the camera housing which will
reduce the intergrity of the camera body.

5. Close the side door and lock the latch.
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SET UP AND OPERATION

1. Insert Micro Card (up to 32GB) into the Micro Card card slot
NOTE: This device requires class 6 or above TF card. There is no
programming required to set up the trail camera.

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2. Turn the trail camera on by sliding the ON/OFF switch to the

ON position.

3. The camera screen should show what is in front of the lens as an
image. You can test by looking directly at the lens. You should see yourself
on the Preview Screen.

4. After a few seconds, you will see a countdown appear that will count
down from 30 until 0. After the countdown is complete, the camera is on
and taking pictures based on movement in front of the motion sensor.
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SET UP AND OPERATION

5. In preview screen, press the MENU button for settings. Menu settings
includes DATE/TIME, DEFAULT, FORMAT, SENSITIVITY, STAMP, PHOTO SIZE,
DELAY. Press the UP/DOWN buttons to select menu options, press MENU
button to get back to preview screen.

DATE/TIME

In DATE/TIME menu screen, press OK button to scroll between each
section, to set year, month, date, hour, minutes, and seconds. Press UP/
DOWN button to make changes in each section. In seconds section, press
OK to save DATE/TIME and return to main menu.

DEFAULT

Default will set camera back to factory settings. Under default menu
option, press OK to get into default setting, press UP / DOWN to select
YES /NO, select YES and press OK will set camera back to factory setting
and return back to main menu.

FORMAT

To Format TF card, under FORMAT menu, press OK to get into settings,
press UP/DOWN to choose YES/NO, select YES and press OK to format
card and return back to main menu.

SENSITIVITY

Sensitivity will set the sensitivity of the PIR sensor. In SENSITIVITY menu,
press OK to get into sensitivity setting, press UP/DOWN to select between,
LOW/MIDDLE/HIGH press OK again to save sensitivity setting and return
back to main menu.
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STAMP

Stamp setting is to choose whether picture taken will show stamp or not.
In STAMP menu, press OK to get into settings, press UP/DOWN to choose
YES/NO, press OK again to save stamp setting and return back to main
menu.

PHOTO SIZE

Photo Size Setting is to set resolution of the images, options are 5MP, 3MP
and 2MP. In PHOTO SIZE menu, press OK to get in to PHOTO SIZE setting,
press UP/DOWN to select either 5MP, 3MP or 2MP. Press OK again to save
size setting and return to main menu.

DELAY

Delay setting is to set a pause period in between each picture when
camera is in active motion mode. The will prevent the camera in overtaking
pictures; and will also help with battery life. In DELAY menu, press OK

to get into DELAY setting, press UP/DOWN to select between, 5, 10, 15,
30, seconds or 1, 3, 5, 10, 15, 30 minutes. Press OK again to save DELAY
setting and return to main menu.
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VIEWING IMAGES ON CAMERA

To view pictures recorded by the camera from the micro card, press down
one of the Preview Buttons for a few seconds and the camera will switch
into "view mode". You can advance or go back by pressing the Preview
Buttons. When you are finished previewing pictures, the camera will
resume normal operation after no buttons are pressed for a few seconds.
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VIEWING IMAGES ON COMPUTER
The camera can also be connected to a computer
via Micro USB cable.

To connect to a computer via USB cable, slide
the ON/OFF switch to the OFF position. Insert
the Micro USB cable to the camera and then

to a computer. You will see a connection icon
appear on the camera screen. You can now look
at pictures on your personal computer with your
favorite JPEG viewer.
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MOUNTING CAMERA

Mounting can be done with the nylon strap provided or by screw or nail
through the screw or nail hanger located on top of the camera.
